INSTRUGTIONS:

1) Start by laying out six jumbo sticks next to each other. This is going to be the bottom
of the bird feeder.

2) Gl two sticks across the six base sticks towards the ends of each side of
the sticks This will be. what. holds your base. together

3) Odd hot glue dots to the four cormers of your sticks. Place sticks on top, the
opposite drection

4) For the perch, you will add glue to the midde of the craft stick. Then glue tt the opposite direction of
the last sticks you had glued

D) Cortinue glung the sticks around the outside. (For those trying to recredte the rainbow, you wil place
the blue sticks over your perch and, for added support, add a dot of glue on it as wel as the corrers)

b) CUt your rope or twine into four pieces, edach about A feet long

7) Tie each piece to the corner of the popsicle stick one level down This will distribute the weight of the
filed bird feeder from the top sticks

§) Lastly, you wil want to tie the ends. Create a simple loop by not pulling the. ends through the knot fully
This will make a loop.

9) Tio: f you use twine, the knots will stay with a simple knot. If you use a sikier rope, you may need to
add a dot of hot glie after you knot it to keep it in place.

10) You're now set to fil it with bird seed!

1) Head outside and find the perfect place
to hang your bird feeder

Allow Responses...

Ask: Do you understand the difference between wants and needs?

Allow Responses...

(Our *needs” are for our survival. “Wants” typically add enjoyment to our survival, but are not
necessary)

Ask: How can we “never be in want” if we have Christe

Allow Responses...

(Knowing Jesus is better than anything we could ever want. There is nothing in life that can be as

special, fun, exciting, or meaningful than having a relationship with Him. He satisfies our deepest
needs. We can find true joy when we readlize He is all we need!)

Father, help us to rest in the knowledge that You love and care for us even more than the birds of
the air.
